Saturday, July 11, 2009 @ 9 am: Shoreline Park Hike & Coffee - Mountain View 
Meet at Lakeside Cafe in Mountain View's Shoreline Park at 9 am.  We'll start off from there and 
walk for about a half hour, then turn around and walk a half hour back to the café for coffee 
and/or brunch about 10:00 or 10:15 am.  You don't have to make the hike to come to coffee!  
The hikes go on regardless of temperature, sky condition, or precipitation state! 
Directions to Lakeside Café:  
From northbound 101, take the Shoreline Blvd exit (CAUTION! Slow down!  Tight off-ramp 
curve!) and turn right at the light (NOTE: No right on red).  
From southbound 101, take the Shoreline Blvd exit and turn left at the light.  
Once on Shoreline Blvd, follow it about 2 miles to the Lakeside Cafe parking lot. We will gather 
near the breezeway between the cafe and the aquatic center.

Saturday, July 11, 2009 @ 9:00 am: Edgewood Park Hike and Coffee - Redwood City  
Meet in the INNER parking lot of Edgewood Park at 9 am.  Look for the "Age of Aquinas *** 
Gather Here" sign.  This is a hike that will take you up and down, in sun and shade, amidst 
grasses, trees and wildflowers, for about an hour and a quarter.  Afterwards gather at a nearby 
eatery, about 10:30 am for coffee, brunch, or lunch.  
Time: 9:00 am. 
Directions to Edgewood Park:  
From the 101, take the Whipple Ave exit and travel through town West to Alameda de Las 
Pulgas.  There turn right and go about 1/4 mile to Edgewood Rd.  There turn left and follow 
Edgewood about 2 miles to the Park Entrance on your left.

Saturday, July 11, 2009 @ 9:45 am: Los Gatos Creek Trail Hike & Coffee - Los Gatos  
Walk up the Los Gatos Creek Trail toward St. Joseph's Hill Open Space in Los Gatos.  Meet in 
front of the Purple Onion café, 26 E Main St, Los Gatos, CA 95030, which is near the trailhead.  
Parking can be found in public lots along University and Santa Cruz Aves.  The exercise level of 
this walk is "ambitious" and takes about 90 minutes round trip.  You'll see wonderful vistas of 
Los Gatos Creek and Lexington Reservoir along the way.  After the hike there is the option of 
coffee or tea at one of the cafés near the trailhead on Main St in Los Gatos. 
Time: 9:45 am. 
Directions to Purple Onion Café:  
From US-101 or I-280 or CA-85, take I-880/CA-17 exit and travel south to Exit #20A (East Los 
Gatos) onto CA-9 (Los Gatos/Saratoga Rd) eastbound.  Turn right onto Los Gatos Blvd which 
turns into Main St.  Lot #5 off Main Street just before Santa Cruz has 3 hours free parking.
